Resolutions are also a way to plan and think ahead, and to hold ourselves accountable for the 

decisions we make.  A resolution, when passed, is no longer an idea to consider – it is a commitment. 

 

Who prepares and presents resolutions? – Every congregational unit has the right and privilege to prepare 

and present, through it’s delegate, a resolution to the convention.

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Recycle cell phones: help women, raise money 
 

Women of the ELCA has teamed with the Women’s Funding Network (of which we are a member organization) in an 

ongoing effort to recycle cell phones, help women, and raise money at the same time. 

 

Money raised will be used to: 

 Å support programs that lift women and families out of poverty; 

 Å help support women-led solutions to the most pressing global issues, from climate change to   

 economic security; and 

 Å provide 911 emergency phones for senior citizens and people at risk. 

 

How it works: 

 Å Roughly 60 percent of cell phones sent in will be refurbished and resold. A percentage of the   

 revenue generated from resold phones is invested in programs that lift women and families out   of 

poverty. 

 Å A portion of the phones not sold will be programmed to dial 911 and donated to domestic violence  

 survivors and other people at risk. 

 Å The remaining cell phones will be recycled according to EPA standards. 

 

Why is it important? 

 Å A staggering 70% of people in poverty globally are women and children. 

 Å In the United States alone, 14.6 million women and nearly 13 million children are living below the  

 poverty line—equal to the combined populations of Iowa, Indiana and Wisconsin. 

 Å Recycling one million cell phones reduces the same amount of greenhouse gas emissions as taking  

 1,368 cars off the road for a year.

 In addition to the $700 of 2009 convention offerings already delivered to the Women in Development, for the 

Orphanage project in Tanzania, our treasurer has an additional $1000 in hand and we still have our Spring 

Cluster meeting offerings to receive.  Our congregational women have done an outstanding job in supporting 

this emphasis as others in the past.  You are a generous group.  God bless you for your continued support, even 

in these tough times. 

 

Moving forward, into the Fall and 2011, our offerings will be directed to Camp Noah.  Camp Noah is a VBS 

type ministry to children affected by disaster .In a recent article from Lutheran Congregational Services, there 

are specifics on the program for 2010, including the intended location, West Virginia, and a request for 

financial support.  Three camps including 43 volunteers cost $35,000, for the trips to Iowa last year, with the 

greatest expense directed to airfare and care rentals -sticking more closely to home for 2010, will cut down on 

the transportation costs.  The article noted that as a result of seeing the impact on children when they received 

their own ―special‖ quilt, it has been decided that very child in every camp will receive a quilt.  Our synod 

donated 500 quilts this past summer alone.   So ladies, here’s another way we can support this ministry.  

The quilts can be pieced, crocheted or knit – light weight, washable and between 3 1/2 x 4 1/2 ft. to twin 

size.  They need to get to the Congregational Services office in Allentown by May 15, 2010.  Include the 

time spent, the names of the contributors and whether they are Thrivent members.
